In addition to her private practice, she is a Senior Training Analyst and faculty member of the Analyst Training Programming in Toronto, Canada. She is also currently on the faculty of the Carl G. Jung Institute and the International School of Analytical Psychology, both in Zurich. She has presented in major international conferences around the world and lectures widely in Canada, U.S.A. Europe and China. Her major areas of clinical and research interests include: Trauma and Healing, Women and Work, Mind-Body Integration, East-West Spirituality. These interests lead her to explore the psychological meaning of Chinese foot binding, Traditional Chinese Medicine, Alchemy, and various aspects of Chinese culture.  Her book Bound for Life:  the Psyche of Modern Chinese Women will be published by HKU Press in 2005.
