ADDICTION: A FAILED ATTEMPT TOWARDS INITIATION
Primitive societies know and use many sorts of drugs, yet do not produce addiction as do ours.  Addiction in the developed world seems to be fostered by the "return" of several culturally repressed elements.  The main one is the need to transcend one's usual condition, to enter a new state: this need was once satisfied by initiation rituals.  Initiation consisted of two elements: symbolic death or renunciation; rebirth, acquisition of a new condition.  Unconscious self-initiation through the drug fails not only organically - because it is poisonous - but also psychologically, because it disregards half of the archetypal pattern, ignoring renunciation and aiming only at the new acquisition.
