Purpose

impact of different etiological theories on treatment techniques. Participants will be
invited to bring in their own cases for consultation and supervision.

Morning Session: Diagnostic criteria for NPD; Self-Psychological and Interpersonal
perspectives on etiology; clinical material and treatment approaches.

Afternoon Session: Case presentations by participants; consultation and supervision by
Dr. Kavanagh.

(*Small group supervision session is optional, the group will only conducted if there is a

Morning session: Small group supervision of cases presented by participants with the
purpose to apply the learnt theory into practice
